I’ve come to the conclusion that the pink sheets are free for L1 data, as is OTCBB.  Because pink sheets charge for L2 data but L1 data, this has caused us confusion on multiple occasions.  (It would be nice to see an actual list of what’s available for free, but only if you ask for it.)

We want L1 data for Pink and OTCBB on all accounts.  We do not want L2 data of any type on any of the accounts.  We do not pay the $100/month pink sheets fee.

OPRA is okay, at least for now.  Hmm.  Just for fun, put it all of the accounts except for TI0007.  That way I can double check what we are and are not getting from OPRA.  I noticed that you use the term “OPRA indices.”  I only see “OPRA” on the price list.  Could this be another confusion like the pink thing?  Or maybe you just wrote down “OPRA indices” but the correct term is “OPRA.”

Canada:  We need “Toronto” and “Vancouver”.  FYI these names are obsolete.  You still see them in a few places, but what was “Toronto” is now “TSX” and what was Vancouver is now “TSX Venture”.  We need both.
