Copy the attached mis.xml, which contains the login information, to your "Windows" directory—

usually C:\Windows (this is defined by the "windir" environment variable).  In Linux, set the directory and ensure the proper user read write permissions.
 

 

A few notes:

 

1. Your mis.xml is set up to connect to our server over the public internet via port 80 to mis04.spryware.com.  You can verify the connection by using "telnet mis04.spryware.com 80" and holding the spacebar down once you are connected.  You should see a message containing some text like "Copyright (C) 2004, SpryWare, LLC." 
2. The zip files contain relative directories, so create C:\SpryWare and unzip it to this directory. 
3. The GUI application "SpryWare\Bin\TableViewer" allows you to browse all the databases.
4. The sample applications "snapshot" and "realtime" are also included, run with "/?" to get help.
5. Finally, look at SpryWare\doc\SpryWare MIS API.html for help at FAQ's.
Quick Start for the sample applications:
1. To return a directory of all the database tables from the server "snapshot".
2. To get the record "IBM" from the EquityPrice table "snapshot /t:EquityPrice /s:IBM".
3. To get all IBM options from the EquityOptionChain table "snapshot /t:EquityOptionChain /s:IBM".
4. To subscribe to realtime updates for IBM "realtime /s:IBM".
5. Finally, run "TableViewer" to browse and search tables on the server.
